6. Is the speaker responding to a specific question, statement, or event? If yes, what?
7. Does the speaker appeal to previous teaching or previously written scripture? If yes, what? Note the biblical reference(s). How does it help us understand the message?
8. What warnings are given in this text? What are the rules associated with the warnings?

9. What promises are given in this text? What are the rules associated with the promises?

10. Is there any special event or activity taking place during this exchange?
11. What are the specific commands given in this text? What area(s) of life do these commands affect? Within our cultural context, are these commands considered normal, politically correct, counter-cultural, accepted, etc.?

12. What are the primary topics mentioned in this sermon? In what other biblical passages are these themes discussed?
13. Is there historical information that would help you better understand the intended message?
Application:

14. Does this text implicitly or explicitly demand a particular response?  If yes, what?
15. What is the “Bottom Line” of this sermon? What is the one practical take away? What can you do in the next seven days to act upon this take away?

16. What one thing can you take from this narrative and use to help you more clearly reflect Jesus in your knowledge, attitudes, priorities, behaviors, and relationships?

17. What questions does this passage raise?
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
