5. Where was this person born? Where does the person live?

6. Who are this person’s relatives?  
7. Who are the other main characters in the narrative?
8. Did God pursue this individual or did this individual pursue God? In what ways?
9. What are the primary ways that God speaks to/communicates with the person?

10. What did God want this person to do?  Did the person test God or second-guess God? Did the person run away from God’s call or embrace it? If yes, how?

11. What were this person’s most important accomplishments?

12. In what ways did this person disobey God or do something contrary to God?

13. Does this person live on past the narrative? If not, how and when does he or she die?

14. How does the biblical writer(s) describe this person at various stages through the narrative? Is this person a “good guy” or a “bad guy?”

15. What positive characteristics or traits does this person exhibit?

16. What negative characteristics or traits does this person exhibit?

17. What was this person’s life like at the end of the relevant narrative? How had his or her life, circumstances, and/or priorities changed?

18. What information helps you better understand this person’s actions, reactions, strategies, decisions, etc.?
19. What one thing can you take from this narrative and use to help you more clearly reflect Jesus in your knowledge, attitudes, priorities, behaviors, and relationships?
