What skills are they working on?  
We want to make your child’s experience in the classroom and/or at Parent’s Night Out the best possible.  Please tell me a bit about your child and the area of special need.  

  xxxx is a happy 3 year-old.  He is considered mildly affected by Autism.  He is working on: Answering questions accurately/consistently; speaking in appropriate tone and volume; toileting; dressing/undressing; overcoming touch sensitivity; and verbalizing feelings.  He engages in one self-stimulation activity: running back and forth while making nasal-pharyngeal noises.  He does this when tired, bored, or excited.  Currently, the only intervention we use with this is to redirect him to another activity and only if necessary (i.e. at school). 

What activities or people does your child enjoy?

  xxxx enjoys trains, cars/trucks, and interactive play.  Typically, xxxx prefers play with adults or older children, but he will play with peers.  xxx likes physical play best.  He will engage in fine motor play, like coloring or crafts, only for short periods of time.  xxxx also enjoys dancing and music.  He likes to watch preschool videos, particularly Thomas the Tank Engine, Pingu, and (currently) Toy Story.

What areas are difficult for your child?

  Fine motor skills are hard for xxxxx.  He needs assistance with dressing/undressing, cutting food, and any writing/cutting activities.  xxxxxx will not always answer questions, especially accurately.  He usually does not offer information about what he’s thinking or feeling.  He has difficulty communicating with peers and will get frustrated when trying to play (i.e. trouble sharing, playing a game).

Can you think of any physical modifications that we will need to make in the classroom?   

  No, other than if there are slick spots due to his running.

Does your child have any physical limitations? 

  No.

Does your child take any medications/have medical conditions we should know about?  

  No meds.  He has a congenital heart defect requiring SBE precautions in event of invasive procedures.

Does your child have any food allergies or other allergies? 

  None, other than possibly Amoxil.

Will your child need help in taking care of himself?  For example, will your child need help with the bathroom, getting dressed, eating or drinking.

  Yes.  He is in the process of Habit Training with the toilet.  He is not asked if he needs to go, but is told it is time to go (30 minutes after food or drink).  He uses a cushioned child’s seat that sits on top of a standard toilet seat.  He has had great success with bladder control, but little with bowel control.  He is rewarded with Thomas stickers on a chart that shows tangible rewards after collecting a certain number of stickers.  (And, of course, tons of praise!)  He is not disciplined, chastised, or confronted with any words of displeasure when he has an accident at this stage of his training.

  He needs assistance with dressing/undressing.  

  His food should be cut into bite-size pieces, as he will overstuff his mouth.  He strongly prefers the use of utensils over using his fingers (sensory issue).  He can drink out of an open cup, but only when seated.  He prefers a sippy cup.

Tell us about your child’s strengths and weaknesses.

  Strengths: Intelligent, curious, excellent memory, visual learner, willing to please others, motivated to succeed, cooperative, strong emotional bond with parents.  Weaknesses: Pragmatic/social speech delay, sensory defensiveness, fine motor delay, minor gross motor delay, difficulty expressing emotions, inappropriate responses in emotionally escalated situations, utilizes self-stimulating behavior, daily living skills delay.
Are there any behavioral problems, and if so what techniques or methods have you found most helpful with your child?  He sometimes displays inappropriate responses in emotionally escalated situations.  For example, he may scream loudly or cry when a child takes his toy.  Or, he may mildly tantrum when told to do something he doesn’t want to do.  We remind him to use words to tell us what’s wrong and that it’s not okay to scream.  We use phrases like, “Ask nicely” (for appropriate tone/volume).  We emphasize what desirable thing will happen next; we say “first we ________, then you can __________.”  Next would come threat of loss of privileges, and finally loss of privileges and/or a time-out (3 minutes).  

What do you hope this classroom will do for your child?  Further his socialization skills.

  No.

Additional info/”helpful hints”

  xxxx is very accepting of timers.  We use a timer when something is emotionally difficult for him, like stop playing trains to start bedtime routine, or to share a toy with another child.  The key is to tell him the timer is being set and specifically what it to happen when it beeps.  

  In general, xxxx does best when he is told in advance what is going to happen, especially if it’s something he may not like (i.e. stop playing to go eat).  Tell him once or twice what to expect and typically he does just fine.
